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1 Reason for Change
The CR fixes the CH app usage schema to align with the S-CAB XDMS TS.

The following bug fixes are included:

A. The ‘minOccurs’ of the <contribution-id> is set to 0 in the SUP XSD, however the element is defined as mandatory under the complex type <conversation-id> in the S-CAB XDMS TS. This CR updates it to be set to 1 instead;

B. The change of the element <comm-addr> to <comm-address> from CR001 is also included in this schema file update; and

C. the schema inconsistency with the XDMS TS for the <comm-event> maxOccurs attribute, reported via OMA public comments list – pasted below for reference.

a)       Zero or one <comm-event> element containing the information associated to the communication event being logged.

Thank you for your reply, there was an error in the tool that was used to do the validation.

There are the following observations:



1.       Line 10. From REL's template the suffix “.xsd" should be removed.



2.       Line 15. The Public Reachable Information file name is “scab_comm_hist-v1_0.xsd” . However the document OMA-ERELD-SCAB-V1_0-20141003-D Section 5 has the filename as “s-cab_comm-hist-v1_0.xsd”. These filenames do not match. Which filename should be used on the public web site?

Please note there are similar differences in the Public Reachable Information file names between the document OMA-ERELD-SCAB-V1_0-20141003-D Section 5 and the documents OMA-SUP-XSD_scab_extensions-V1_0-20120904-C and OMA-SUP-XSD_scab_user_preferences-V1_0-20120904-C.
