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1 Reason for Change

In reference to an approved CR (OMA-DM-2003-0159) that pointed to ambiguity in the DM Notification specification (session ID specifically), it seems there may be a problem with existing deployments.  The DM WG approved the "clerical" CR on the basis that there would be no impact to backwards compatibility in specifying hex encoding of the session identifier.  However, the CR does break backwards compatibility based on how other parties have interpreted the specification to date.  On further investigation it was noted that through past OMA DM Interoperability TestFest, client and server parties have achieved interoperability based on Session ID conforming to a decimal encoding.  There is a need for additional clerical language (either in the spec or ETR) that permits existing implementations to remain conformant while still removing the ambiguity from the specification.  Is this possible?
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This should be a bug fix CR on the basis that there would be no impact to backwards compatibility and simply clarifying ambiguity on the specifications.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.10 Session Identifier 
The <sessionid> field specifies the identifier of the SyncML DM session associated with the SyncML Message. This value is specified by using the 16 bits in the Trigger Message. The Session ID MUST be different between different management session Trigger Messages and the Client MUST use this Session ID when it connects to the SyncML DM Server. If the server triggers the same management session several times, it is recommended the same Session ID be used. If client receives the same Session ID several times it is enough for a client to initiate only one management session. 
When preparing the OMA DM Message for connection to the DM server, the binary session ID value from the trigger message, SHALL be mapped to a string of decimal digits (chosen from the numeric digits “0”-“9”) of at least one characterin length, inclusive, and placed in the SessionID element of the OMA DM message. Leading zeros MUST NOT be included. 
6.1 Syntax for the Initiation Notification 
The following ABNF defines the syntax for the message. The order and the size of the fields MUST be same as specified in the following syntax of the Trigger Message. 
<trigger-message> ::= <digest><trigger> 
<digest> ::= 128*BIT ; ‘MD5 Digest value’ 
<trigger> ::= <trigger-hdr><trigger-body> 
<trigger-hdr> ::= <version><ui-mode><initiator><future-use> <sessionid><length-identifier><server-identifier>

<sessionid> ::= change limitation
…
Note that the RepPro specification may need to be updated as well to support this change.  The change would remove the 4 character limitation for representing the session ID.
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
