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1 Reason for Change

In the OMA DM Conformance Requirements document, the SCR table indicates that clients MUST support Next Message Alert. However, according to the usage of next message alert as defined in the OMA DM protocol, for the client it is used only in larger object handling or in the event that the client sends multiple messages for one package. Both of these two cases are not mandatory for all clients according to the approved OMA DM spec.

The SCR table should be corrected to show that client support for Next Message Alert support is dependent on large objects support and client sending multiple messages for a single package.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This is a bug fix in the conformance requirements tables to bring them into alignment with the specifications. No backward compatibility issues are known.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None known.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

The submitters recommend that the DM Working Group discuss and approve this change. If approved, the DM group should direct the appropriate document editors to apply the changes to the referenced specification for inclusion in the next release of the OMA DM Enabler.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

OMA-SyncML-DMProtocol-V1_1_2-20031203-A spec Sections 6 and 7 describe usage of the next message alert:

Section 6.1, paragraph 3 states, “In other words, most messages sent by the server to the client will correspond to a (one message) package, except in the case where a server is sending a large object or asking for more messages (using Alert 1222). A package containing a large object datum will span as many messages as necessary to transmit the large object, as specified in Section 7”.

Our understanding of Sections 6 and 7 is that clients need to handle next message alert (1222) only if they support reception of large objects or if the client sends multiple messages for one DM package. But both of these features are optional.

Therefore, client support for Alert 1222 should be dependent upon support for the optional features that require it.
The proposed change is:
