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2 Reason for Contribution

The Trap MO have been defined by the OMD-DM work group.  It is important to make it possible to set traps and collect results from the traps. DM Web Services need to be defined to make it possible.
3 Summary of Contribution

Two web services need to be defined at a minimum – one to set traps from an external system (typically within the operator’s network), and another to receive the results from the trap that is set.
4 Detailed Proposal

TrapTriggersWSIPortType
The TrapTriggersWSIPortType port type defines two operations:

1) SetTrap

2) SendTrapResponse

The SetTrap is a WSI employed to set a trap on a device.  The SendTrapResponse is used by the DM server to send the data collected from a trap, back to the system that set it.  An AccessURI parameter specified by such a system that set the trap is to be used as a reference to that system while returning the result collected.
The SetTrap Operation (SOAP Interface):
This operation has the following parameters:
3) TrapInstanceName
4) TrapMORegisteredName
5) CollectionMethod
6) AssociatedTrap
7) ReportingMode
8) ReportingParameter
9) CollectionParameter
10) TaskID
11) AccessURI
The TaskID may be provided by the system that is setting the trap.  Otherwise, the DM server assigns one and returns it to such a system.

The AccessURI is provided by the system setting the trap so that the DM server may subsequently use it to report the results.
The SendTrapResponse Operation (SOAP Interface)
This is used by the DM server to send data collected from a trap back to the system that set it - AccessURI to be used as a reference to that system.  The parameters are:
TaskID
TrapInstanceName
TrapType
