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1 Overview

This liaison statement (LS) is sent from Open Mobile Alliance Device Management Group (OMA DM) to 3GPP2 TSC-G SWG1.4 in response to a status report sent on October 22nd 2004.
This LS informs TSC-G SWG1.4 that OMA DM received their LS, noted it, and would like to continue collaboration on harmonizing IOTA-DM standards with OMA-DM.
2 Proposal

· OMA-DM would be pleased to help review the stage 3 baseline documentation.
· In the coming weeks OMA DM is expected to submit its DM 1.2 specifications to the OMA Technical Plenary for approval. OMA DM 1.2 will include support to firmware update mobile object. OMA DM recommends all future specifications to refer to the latest set of specifications. Specifically, if FOTA is desired, OMA DM 1.2 will be the minimum version.
· OMA DM would like to point out the following issues:

· There are two bootstrap mechanisms: OMA CP and OMA DM (Plain Profile).

· There are two types of provisioning data: ACs (Application Characteristics – used in CP for write-only data) and MOs (Management Objects – used in DM for read-write data).

· Security remains a top priority.
