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1 Reason for Change

A possible outcome of an attempt to update firmware, following a successful download, is that the update may fail for a variety of reasons, but the original data package may have been removed, due to lack of working space on the device, as part of the update attempt. This CR adds a State value to accommodate this outcome.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

FUMO is a new specification so there is no backward compatibility concern.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

No impact to other specifications.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
