Suggested updates to the FUMO specification draft regarding DM version compatibility.

Approve this change request and apply the changes to version 1.0 of the Firmware Update Management Object specification.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

1. In Section 5, protocol compatibility is shown as DM v1.1.2 and above.  However, the use of generic alerts (so called “alert 1226”) is required and is not part of DM v1.1.2.  It has also been noted that the correlator, which is another DM v1.2 feature may be used by FUMO.  However, the discussion also pointed out that a DM v1.2 server should not require a DM v1.1.2 client to use the correlator, thus this, by itself, is not considered to be an issue.  Based on this email thread and prior meeting discussions that acknowledged the separation between DM and FUMO interoperability testing, the following change in wording is suggested.
Protocol Compatibility:  This object is compatible with OMA Device Management protocol specifications, version 1.2 and upwards.  It is further that it should be possible for a FUMO client or server that is built on an implementation of DM v1.1.2 that is augmented with support for generic alerts (i.e., the so called “alert 1226” [ALERT 1226]) to interoperate with a FUMO server or client that is build on DM v1.2 and that such a configuration is neither supported nor prohibited by this specification. 
This then gives rise to another addition to the normative reference table in Section 2:
