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1 Overview

The OMA Device Management WG intends to provide feedback to the 3GPP “LS on Service Parameters management” document: T3-050183; in order to clarify a CP-Clients provisioning conflict showing the corresponding issue and proposing a suitable correction to it.

3GPP has already defined requirements and corresponding provisioning information through different sets of specifications (e.g. 3GPP TS 23.140, TS 24.234: for usage requirements; TS 31.102, TS 51.011: for provisioning data). According to these specifications, compliant terminals shall access, retrieve and use this information starting from release 5 and onwards. In this way the conflict could be identified in two phases:

Phase A: Present State

1. Conflict rose when parameters already defined by 3GPP were also re-defined within the OMA Device Management group.

Phase B: Future State

2. Conflict might rise if new parameters, already covered by 3GPP, are defined by OMA Device Management group.

3. Conflict might rise if new parameters, already covered by OMA, are defined by 3GPP.

Independently of the phase involved, the fact of having overlapped information just adds a subjacent priority issue in the CP-Clients as it can be seen in the following picture:
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The CP-clients must take a priority decision in order to retrieve data. Currently, this task could not be accomplished in a self-evident way as all the collaborative exchanges between 3GPP and OMA have led to a smooth and mutual control on the definition of parameters (as well as the minimization of any possible overlapping) for phase B only, but not actually addressing the issues inherent to phase A.


According to this, the OMA DM WG sees that in order to have a clear User Agent Behaviour, a priority rule (as originally requested) may be agreed upon. This priority rule could cover all points exposed in phases A and B. The present LS propose a rule.

2 Proposal

To improve the User Agent Behavior and in order to solve the current and possible future conflicts described in section 1, two priority rules are proposed. Using any of them, the overlapped data (current or future) won’t stop the CP-Clients to figure out, in an undoubtedly way, from where the provisioning data is coming. And moreover, how this data should be get from the Smart Card:

Proposal 1:

· A configuration flag could be created (as standardized mechanism) to allow selection of the priority rule that best suits the Card Issuer needs. This is based on the fact that both sets of parameters are under the full control of the Card Issuer.

Proposal 2:

· In the absence of one of the sets of parameters the only set available must be used.

· In the presence of both sets of parameters, the network specific rules MUST prevail (e.g.: 3GPP requirements).

3 Requested Action(s)

We request an agreement on the priority rule that could help cover phases A and B, described in section 5 of the present Liaison Statement.

Please note that the OMA DM WG will have a face-to-face meeting from the 12th through the 14th of April 2005.

4 Conclusion

The OMA DM working group looks forward to a productive exchange with the 3GPP in order to solve the current issue and to prevent further issues.  
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
