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1 Reason for Change

The goal of this CR is to correct a problem discovered when a device is bootstrapped thanks to a device profile through OTA or SC. In certain cases, a collision could occur if a DMAcc MO is already existing with the same URI in the device management tree. After the agreed CR OMA-DM-2005-0113-DM-Profile-TNDS-objects, this CR intends to provide a solution based on the inbox : the DMAcc proposed in the DM profile during bootstrap would be stored into the inbox of the device.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.2 OMA Device Management Profile
The content of the Bootstrap message is a standard OMA DM message that MUST be encoded into WBXML. Clients MUST support embedded WBXML encoded TNDS objects [DMTNDS] and MUST support the inbox. In order to be bootstrapped successfully the DM client requires both DM account information and connectivity information. It is RECOMMENDED to use standardized connectivity MOs to represent the connectivity information.
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
