7.1 Operations Exec command semantics

The Exex Exec command for one of the subnodes of Operations node starts the execution of a chosen operation: 

7.1 Download Exec command semantics

When DM Exec command is sent to the Download/<X> node, the Client sends a status command for the Exec command back to the server. If the Exec command is successful than then client starts the download of the Deployment Component. After the operations are finished, the client must send the response back to the DM Server by using the Generic Alert to indicate the URI of the dynamic node describing the deployed Deployment Component and URI of the dynamic node on which the Exec command was invoked.
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
