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1 Reason for Change

OMA DS 1.2 specification documents describe Server Alerted Notification transport bindings in each SyncML transport binding documents. This architecture implicitly ties SAN transport to SyncML transport.

This tight coupling is not necessary, as since OMA DS 1.2, Server Alerted Notification mechanism is defined independently (out of band) of the rest of the synchronization process. As the SAN package is only used to send an alert to a client, and there is no real justification that the transport used might be the same as the sync session's one. Although in the SAN scope it is understood that SAN and SyncML transport are not correlated, the actual document organization force to define the whole protocol binding (SyncML+SAN) when only SAN binding is required. As a matter of fact, this specification organization also implies that no other transport than the ones defined for SyncML sessions can be used for SAN. This is a strong restraint that is put on SAN implementations even when, more accurate transports could be used for sending an alert than the three actually defined for synchronization (HTTP,WSP,OBEX) depending on the target terminal
So in order to allow loose coupling between synchronization and notification, we suggest to use separate documents to describe SAN transport bindings and OMA DS transport bindings.

Here below is a use case that cannot be played with the current organization of the specification documents:
Use case:

· A server sends a SAN package by SMS to a mobile or fixed device. In response, the device begins a sync session using his usual/only transport for synchronization sessions: HTTP.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This change has no impact on Backward Compatibility as we only propose an editorial change.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This CR has no impact on others specifications.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

We are not aware of any IPR associated to this specification.
5 Recommendation

We propose to remove from the current SyncML binding documents all parts related to SAN and reassemble them in a new document (e.g. named "OMA-TS-SyncML_SAN_Transport_Bindings-V1.2").
