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1 Overview

OMA Device Management group thanks 3GPP CT6 for the liaison on provisioning of QoS for service connectivity. The group has discussed the request given and provides the answers below. 

2 Proposal

Request:
3GPP-CT6 kindly requests OMA-DM to investigate if it's possible to use OMA-DM mechanisms to fulfil SA1 requirements regarding the association of QoS and services within the UE or USIM. This covers both the definition of those parameters and the mechanisms to store them into (and retrieve them from) the UICC

OMA DM would like to answer CT6’s request in the following way:

Yes, it is possible to use OMA DM to associate QoS settings together with other service settings. Compared to OMA DM 1.1.2, we have extracted the connectivity to be a separate released specification: Connectivity MO. QoS settings could be included in the service/application MO’s and/or in the connectivity MO. To include the QoS parameters in the Connectivity MO is not out of the scope for the Connectivity MO. For the connectivity MO we have internally not finalized all steps before the technical specification there all parameters will be defined. To fulfil the request completely you need:

· The QoS settings association with services to be specified in all service/application MO’s and/or in the Connectivity MO. The Connectivity MO and the services and application MO’s will be possible to manage remotely to the UE and to the SmartCard, UICC. 

In the case of the mechanisms to store and retrieve those parameters from the UICC it is important to know that:

· With the DM enabler itself version 1.2 and the upcoming Connectivity MO it is possible to configure connectivity to the UE, but from the UICC it is only possible during bootstrap.

· With the new enabler from the DM WG called: Device Management Smart Card specification (DM_SC) it will be possible to do it also after bootstrap as these features are well in the scope of that specification but since we don’t have any agreed requirements document for DM_SC yet, but our assumptions are that they will be included

Based on our comprehension of the 3GPP-CT6 request, and on the fact that some of our work is still in progress, the OMA DM WG would like to track the following request:

· Support for QoS parameters in all services/application MO’s and/or in the Connectivity MO.

· Support for storage and retrieval of these parameters from the UICC

Thanks for you input on this, we propose that we should keep track of these request during the development on these specifications and report back when we has fulfilled the request or has any problem to completely fulfil your request.

3 Requested action(s)

OMA DM thanks the communication of your concerns and will most likely be able to fulfil the associated requirements completely through the upcoming Connectivity MO and the Device Management Smart Card Enabler. 

OMA DM WG will also cooperate with 3GPP while reviewing the connectivity parameters.

4 Conclusion
