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1 Reason for Contribution

The SCOMO is targeted to provide the mechanism to download and deploy software components to the device and provide the basic software component inventory. Managing the application’s runtime activity is out of scope of the spec. Runtime related operations might be handled by separate objects, but that is out of scope of the SCOMO WID. However, a link in the SCOMO object could be provided as reference to runtime related object/operations.
Activate/Deactivate is targeted to the component that is already deployed and are more runtime oriented operations. Besides, these operations could be complex and implementation specific. We recommend replacing the active/inactive state with deployed state as a clarification in SCOMO spec. 
SCOMO defined explicitly Update and Install operations. Both are targeted to install software components. The only difference is whether the device already has that component (Yes, then use Update. No, then use Install). It requires more server-side work to identify the current state of the device in order to provide the proper commands. And it requires the device return different results based on operation (return error if the component exists and Install command is received; return error if the component doesn’t exist and Update command is received). This introduces more complexity at both server and client sides while not gaining much benefit.
We recommend combining Update and Install operations into a single operation – Install – to simplify operation. The device then is responsible for all the effort to install or update the component, and if it fails, to return proper error codes.
The AD should stand alone to describe the SCOMO architecture and not rely on the technical specifications. At present there are references to specific node names that will be defined later in the technical specifications. These should be reworded to use human-readable descriptions.

2 Summary of Contribution

Remove the Activate/Deactivate operation and associated states.
Combine Active/Inactive states to one state – deployed.
Add an optional AppRef node in Deployed sub-tree to facility the object reference to runtime related application objects in DM tree. 
Combine Install and Update operation into a single operation – Install. 
Replace specific node names in the AD with human-readable language. 

3 Detailed Proposal

In SCOMO AD document:

1. Combine Update and Install operations to a single operation in SCOMO definition. 

2. Replace explicit references to specific SCOMO nodes (such as the /x/Operations/DownloadAndInstallAndActivate) in work flow with human readable descriptions. 

In SCOMO TS document:

1. Update diagram and description in section 5.2 Deployment Component State Machine and Primitives: combine Inactive and Active to one state Deployed.
2. Simplify the defined operation primitives to: Download, Install, Remove.  
3. Update section 6 Software Component Managed Object: update object diagram and description to reflect the changes suggested above, plus some minor changes to make the certain node definition clearer.

4. Update section 7.4.4 Alert Types for the Software Component Management Object: from 11 types to 4 types.

5 Recommendation

The authors recommend the DM working group discuss and agree the proposed changes. Once agreed in principle, the DM working group should direct the authors to prepare specific CRs for the agreed changes and post them to the working group for review and agreement.
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
