6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update Section 8.7.1.2 “Data”

The normative reference mentioned for <Data> in section 8.7.1.2 should be [DMREPU].

Change 2:  Update Section 9.4.1 “Basic authentication with a challenge”

The 'Pkg #1 (with credentials) from Client' message used as an example in section 9.4.1 "Basic authentication with a challenge" needs

under <Type> to match the Pkg#1 code message example offered in 9.4.2 “MD5 digest access authentication with a challenge” .
Change 3:  1st Update Section 10.2.2 “Confirmation”

The second sentence in the first paragraph of section 10.2.2 "Confirmation" should be updated so that it is clear 1101 is the code for "CONFIRM_OR_REJECT". It should be changed from;
A new Alert code is introduced for this purpose, the CONFIRM_OR_REJECT.
to;

A new Alert code is introduced for this purpose - 1101: “CONFIRM_OR_REJECT”.

Change 4:  2nd Update Section 10.2.2 “Confirmation”

In section 10.2.2 "Confirmation", the “Yes”, “No” and “Operation Cancelled” codes should be made clearer by updating the following sentences currently found in the first paragraph of this section from;

If the answer is "Yes", the processing of the package continues without change in processing. If the UI allows the user to cancel, status (214) should be returned for the Alert.
to;

If the answer is "Yes", the status code 200: “Yes” is returned and the processing of the package continues without change in processing. If the answer is "No", the status code 304: “No” is returned and the processing of the package ceases. If the UI allows the user to cancel, status 214: “Operation cancelled” should be returned for the Alert.
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
