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1 Reason for Contribution

There exist many debates about some potential overlap between various WID among the OMA. It is proposed to regard overlap from wider view, not from the WID’s view. It includes permitting reasonable overlap and investigating the possibilities of share and cooperation for a complete business solution.

In addition, I suggest defining unified MO classification to layout the location of emerging and future MO WIDs. I think the above suggestion will help to reduce the debate and push the deployment in reality.

3 Detailed Proposal

At present, there are some WIDs are proposed for some certain scenarios and emphasis which maybe partial. Though their mechanisms are different, they still bring some similar use experience and effect to some extent. For example, we can lock LFC data or phone or user interface for the same aim of protecting user’s device. 

I think this kind of overlap is unavoidable and reasonable. Firstly, we can reach the same goal by deferent routes. Secondly and the more important is, these WIDs are respectively for different scenarios and particular requirements.  
Carriers or users should have a chance to choose one or more favour to meet their requirements. For example, people would like to protect his information in gentle way by locking user interface whereas phone remain work normally (if it was normal) in some living scenario, for example, he occasionally left phone in home and no PIN was set. In another case, locking user interface might be feasible on safety than locking hardware for device with soft keypad. However, how to choose a solution or scheme is due to business policy of carrier or implementation policy of manufacture. 
Furthermore, if DM could define MO classification in architecture, for example, hardware component, software component, data component and application or functionality component, it will not only help making MO’s creation in regularity to reduce the potential overlap, but also help carriers or manufactures find the right MO from the various MOs.
In a word, I think we should impel the work of all existed WID to satisfy all sorts of scenarios, and layout the MO’s production from a wider view, not a partial WID’s view.
