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1 Overview

The DM WG would like to thank CT1 for their continued efforts to create an IMS MO, and send this LS in the hopes of providing clarification on the new OMNA registration and naming scheme.

2 Proposal

The IMS MO in rel-6 does not need to change, and is currently registered on the OMNA page. Note that the MO Identifier on the page is incorrect (as of this LS), but will be corrected soon.

For the IMS MO in rel-7, DM strongly recommends the use of the new OMNA naming scheme. The AppId would not need to change. The new identifier would depend on whether there are other changes to the MO.

If there are changes to the MO other than the identifier, then the proposed MO identifier will be “urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-imsnet:1.1”.

If there are no changes to the MO other than the identifier, then the proposed MO identifier will be “urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-imsnet:1.0”.

Please note that when using the new OMNA identifier the MO must refer to DM 1.2, as the new naming scheme is not allowed by DM 1.1.2.

3 Requested Action(s)

DM recommends that CT1 register the rel-7 MO with OMNA, and supply one of the proposed identifiers to them.
