1 Overview

This liaison statement is in response to the LS from DSL Forum requesting to share information about DM protocol and start to cooperate with DM WG.
2 Proposal

OMA DM WG thanks DSL Forum for their interest in DM activities to avoid potential overlap and start to cooperation.
The DM Protocol is transport agnostic protocol for provisioning and managing mobile devices remotely. SyncML Common 1.2 Enabler Release defines SyncML language and transport bindings for HTTP, WSP and OBEX which DM Protocol is based on. 

DM WG is willing to share the information related to the OMA DM protocol. DSL Forum is advised that the following OMA Device Management Enabler Releases are in Approved Enabler Release status, and may be downloaded from the OMA website

There are no work items within DM WG that are related to the domain of managed home networking services. There are no explicit work items within DM WG for managing converged mobile devices. DM WG is keen to work together with DSL Forum to avoid a divergent and not interoperable standardization scenario between domains of managed mobile services and managed home networking services. DM WG is very interested in starting the discussion whether DM technologies could co-exist and / or converge to fulfil industry requirements.
