2 Proposal

OMA DM WG would like to thank ITUT SG13 for their liaison statement on Converged Web Browsing work. 
Currently there is no work in DM WG specifying the content of device profile where UAPROF and DPE work in OMA may do. DM WG does not provide technologies directly related to profile matching scenario. DM technologies can be used to manage devices in various aspects.  DM WG has noticed that the device profile management mentioned in your work may be relevant to Device Management work as follow:

	Terminal/device identification, address or name

	No ongoing work. However it is DM WG’s pleasure to discuss further whether some work need to done.

	Dynamically changing attributes such as the user terminal, geographical location, applications running on the terminal
	DCMO (Device Capability Management)
	DCMO provides mechanisms to manage device capability components in the device, e.g. enable or disable hardware related device capabilities such as camera, keyboard in devices, discover removable hardware in devices.

	Configuration information such as configuring communication quality, configuring the codec, configuring the network/port
	ConnMO (Connectivity Management)
	ConnMO work item provides MOs representing variety connectivity settings that will be used in devices to connect to the different network (GSM, GPRS, UMTS…).
There is no work item for configuring communication quality, codec.

	Software versions of the OS, application manager, application client
	SCOMO (Software Component Management)
	SCOMO provides the software component management for any type of asset, such as executables, applications, libraries, UI-elements, certificates, licenses etc.

	Status information, such as network status, terminal software status, resource status, and on/off status
	DiagMonM (Diagnostics and Monitoring)
	DiagMon provides framework and mechanisms to run diagnostics and monitoring of devices, e.g. collect diagnostic data of devices in order to solve possible problems, set up traps to monitor the device. It may be possible to diagnostic and monitor the network as well.
