The DSL Forum would like to thank OMA for the information related to the OMA DM and SyncML protocol.  We look forward to collaborating with OMA regarding topics related to the convergence of managed devices and services which may be used in either a mobile environment or a home environment.  

Some potential areas of collaboration might include:

· Alignment of management objects for WiFi, WiMAX, VoIP, and dual-mode scenarios

· Alignment of work around northbound web services interfaces and DM Web services

· Common agreement for converged service use cases

· Other areas of mutual interest

In our previous liaison, we included several attachments, including TR-098 and TR-104, which include our definitions of the management objects for Internet gateway and VoIP functionality. We would like to recommend some sections of these documents that may be of particular interest to you.
