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1. Overall Description
SCP thanks OMA-DM for its Liaison Statement found as document OMA-DM-2007-0031R04-LS.
The specification of standardised mechanisms for Secure Element Management is recognised by ETSI SCP as important, and, as a result, has for many years been addressing the issue, thus ETSI SCP appreciates communication on this topic.
ETSI SCP notes that this OMA proposal for a Work Item has potential overlaps with existing SCP specifications, which enables remote management of the UICC and especially any USIM application contained within the UICC.

SCP wishes to remind OMA that the UICC, which is itself a Secure Element, is a platform able to be used by any industry segment.  Note that a current SCP Work Item is specifying the integration of contactless applications using the UICC as a Secure Element.
For this reason, if the OMA DM SEMO work item is agreed, then ETSI SCP would like to work closely with OMA-DM on the development of the OMA-DM SEMO, as follows:

1) We welcome the desire of OMA to utilise existing ETSI specifications.  Those relevant are ETSI TS 102 225 and TS 102 226;
2) The topic will be added to the agenda of the forthcoming ETSI SCP REQ working group meeting, with the objective of establishing for OMA our expectations for Secure Element management;
3) We would appreciate OMA-DM sending to SCP REQ their potentially identified requirements for SEMO;

4) ETSI SCP will encourage its members to provide experts to the OMA meeting in London later in 2007 to contribute to activities on this Work Item.
ETSI SCP look forward to continued close collaboration with OMA DM on this topic.
