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1 Reason for Change

Error code 405 specified in section 6.6.11 Replace of DM-RepPro as follows:
	Status code
	Meaning

	(405) Command not allowed
	Command not allowed. The requested command is not allowed on the target. Any attempt to add a child node to a leaf node results in a (405) Command not allowed Status. Additionally, Format, Name and Type properties of permanent nodes cannot be changed, if such an attempt is made, (405) Command not allowed status code is sent back.


This is the only place in DM documents that verbosely mandates no change of the Format, Name and Type properties of permanent nodes.
This CR proposes to reflect this rule in TND and RepPro specifications.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  In TND - Reflect existing restriction on changing some properties of permanent node
7.5.1 Properties of permanent nodes

The semantics of most properties are independent of the permanent/dynamic status of the node to which they are associated. The exception are the Format, Name and Type properties, which MUST NOT be changed for permanent nodes. Any attempt to perform such a change MUST fail with status code 405 (Command Not Allowed).
Change 2:  In RepPro – Improve the phrasing of existing restriction of Replace command
6.6.11 Replace

Restrictions: The Replace command is used to overwrite the value of an existing node. If the node does not exist, it MUST NOT be created and status code 404 is returned. Replace will return the status (418) Already Exists if the new name is identical to one of the nodes siblings.

REPLACE command performed on a permanent node MUST NOT change the Format or Type properties of the node. Any attempt to perform such a change MUST result in an error with status 405.
The originator of the command SHOULD determine what features/properties of the data item are supported by the recipient and only send supported properties. The device information document on the recipient contains this information.

The command MUST return a valid status code as defined in [REPPRO], Status codes listed here are for implementation guidance only:

	The command accessed an existing leaf node and it completed successfully.

This code is sent back in cases such as these: any attempt to add a child node to a leaf node; Any attempt to change Format, Name or Type properties of permanent nodes.
