In addition to this feature, Default and Locked configuration concepts are introduced.

This use case is introducing a new functionality to be supported by DM v1.3.

4.2 Management of Management Object instances of the same service. 
4.2.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A network operator changes its platform configuration for its MMS service and initiates a campaign to update Devices MMS configuration. The Device Management System sends the new instance of MMS Management Object with the updated configuration to the Device, which stores the configuration data in the DM tree. As the Device is likely to previously have other old instances of MMS Management Object, the Device Management System requires the Device to set this Management Object as the Active one.  Alternatively, in order to avoid future problems, the Device Management System requires the device to make the new instance of MMS Management Object as the Default one and set it as Locked. Optionally, a user confirmation for any of these actions may be requested.
In the future, Device Management System will be able to query Management Object instances state (i.e Active, Default, Locked), and manage these properties.
4.2.2 Actors

· Network operator
· Device Management System
· User
5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Network Operator: Network operator changes its platform configuration for MMS service and uses the Device Management System to perform the related actions to update the configuration in the Device.
· Device Management System: Device Management System performs device management actions required by the network operator.
· User: User optionally confirms some or all of related actions.
5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Network Operator: Network operator can manage different instances of MMS Management Object stored in the device and make sure that new configuration is used.
· User: User can still use MMS service without any issue related to the change of configuration, made by the network operator.
4.2.3 Pre-conditions

· MMS configuration data has/will become obsolete.

· Device is capable of interfacing with the management server.

4.2.4 Post-conditions

· Device is provisioned with updated parameters for MMS service.
· Device is using updated parameter for MMS service.

4.2.5 Normal Flow
1. Network operator provides Device Management System with the new instance of MMS Management Object which has to be set as the Active one.
2. Device Management System initiates the actions to add new instance of MMS Management Object in the Device and set it as the Active one.
3. Device performs the requested actions and reports the results to Device Management System.
4.2.6 Alternative Flow 1.
In step 1, network operator wants to set new instance of MMS Management Object as the Default one (in addition to be the Active one) and Locked. 
In step 2, Device Management System also initiates the actions to set new instance of MMS Management Object as Default and Locked.
4.2.7 Alternative Flow 2.

In step 2, user is asked to confirm requested actions.

4.2.8 Alternative Flow 3.
1. As there are several instances of MMS Management Object stored in the Device, network operator wants to check which the Active one is and asks Device Management System to perform this action.
2. Device Management System queries the Device about the Active instance of MMS Management Object.
3. Device sends the result to Device Management System which, then, informs the network operator.
4. Network operator checks that Active instance of MMS Management Object is the correct one and asks Device Management System to set it as Locked to avoid future problems. 
5. Device Management System initiates the actions to set Active instance of MMS Management Object as Locked.
6. Device performs the requested actions and reports the results to Device Management System.
