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1 Reason for Change

DM 1.3 notification needs to provide recommended protocol version. 

This will make the communication more efficient in the case of a Client that supports multiple protocol versions and being notified by a DM Server to connect, and where the DM Client supports higher protocol version(s) than the Server. In DM 1.2 this might result in a ‘trial and error’ sequence of communicating attempt, which wastes time and bandwidth.

R02 is based on input received on conf call and provides example use-case for information and updates the requirement phrase.
It has already been agreed by the WG (when discussing 1.3 WID) that providing version information in DM Notification can be useful.
A relevant use case was presented long time ago and can be found in OMA-DM-2008-0016-INP_Version_Compatibility.zip, and its short description was:
Dolly has a mobile Device owned by her employer. While her work-related applications and services are managed by the IT department at her work, she wants her personal applications to be managed by a different service provider (e.g. her mobile network operator). The IT department at her work owns a DM 1.1.2 server, whereas her operator owns a DM 1.3 server. Dolly’s Device can support both versions and she wants the management sessions work seamlessly, so that she has no need to configure the DM Client, or even know anything about it.

The required mechanism will be useful not only for backwards compatibility but also for forward compatibility: Consider a client that supports DM 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 2.0 communicating with a DM 1.3 server. Without the required mechanism the client will be forced to take an inefficient ‘trial and error’ approach, starting with DM 2.0 session and when getting no response fallback to 1.4 then 1.3.  Having the proposed mechanism in place – the client knows a-priori which protocol version to use.
R01 was discussed in Osaka where the WG suggested that version information makes more sense in the DM Account rather than in every notification message.  R02 reflects this input.
R03: removes the second requirement.
