For example, the Network Operator, handset manufacturer, enterprise, or Device owner may be the authority or share authority for managing the Device. One Management Authority may own all Device resources or may share or delegate all or parts of these with/to other Management Authorities

Device Management Authority (OMA-RD-ConnMO-V1_0-20051206-C, OMA-AD-ConnMO-V1_0-20051019-D, OMA-AD-DM-DiagMon-V1_0- 20070611-D): 
Any legal entitity authorized, either directly or through delegation, to perform management operations on a terminal using the OMA Device Management protocol through a set of management objects.

Change 2:  Device Management Server (OMA-TS-DM_Bootstrap-V1_2-20070209-A, OMA-TS-DM_Security-V1_2-20070209-A):
The Device Management Server is an entity that is responsible for maintaining one or more Devices, in whole or in part. Its role is to facilitate the easy maintenance of a Device.

Management Server (OMA-TS-DM_TND-V1_2-20070209-A)
A network based entity that issues OMA DM commands to devices and correctly interprets responses sent from the devices.

DM Server (OMA-AD-DM-DiagMon-V1_0- 20070611-D)
An abstract software component in a deployed Device Management infrastructure that conforms to the OMA Device Management Enabler static conformance requirements specified for DM Servers. It servers as an end-point of the DM Client-Server Protocols including the one described in this architecture document

Device Management Server (DM Server)
A network based entity that issues OMA DM commands to devices and correctly interprets responses sent from the devices for the purpose of managing devices in whole or in part to ease their maintenance.
Change 3:  Management Client (OMA-TS-DM_TND-V1_2-20070209-A)
A software component in a managed device that correctly interprets OMA DM commands, executes appropriate actions in the device and sends back relevant responses to the issuing management server.

DM Client (OMA-AD-DM-DiagMon-V1_0- 20070611-D)
An abstract software component in a Device implementation that conforms to the OMA Device Management Enabler static conformance requirements specified for DM Clients. It servers as an end-point of the DM Client-Server Protocols including the one described in this architecture document.
Device Management Client (DM Client)
A software component in a managed device that correctly interprets OMA DM commands, executes appropriate actions in the device and sends back relevant responses to the issuing management server

A background system capable to interact with a (set of) Device(s) for the purpose of Device Management
