1 Overview

This liaison statement is in response to the WiMAX Forum Liaison Statement (SPWG Network Requirements Release 1.6 – Device Reported Metrics and Diagnostics (DRMD) Phase-1) inquiring about additional details and status of the OMA Device Management Working Group’s Diagnostics and Monitoring activities.

2 Proposal

The OMA DM WG has reviewed the aforementioned liaison statement and the Device Reported Metrics & Diagnostics (DRMD) Phase 1 Requirements at our most recent meeting. The request was to respond to a few questions and those are listed below:
2.1 SPWG and NWG kindly ask OMA DM WG and Broadband Forum BB Home WG to inform SPWG and NWG with regards to the schedule for work that will satisfy these Metrics e.g. OMA DM DiagMon. 
The Status of the DiagMon v1.0 Enabler Release is as follows: Requirements and Architecture Documents completed, Technical Specifications completed consistency review (V&V) and target candidate status is the beginning of March 2009. 2.2 Whether OMA DM WG and Broadband Forum BB Home WG are defining any metrics that are common across various access technologies (e.g. Battery Capacity)
Yes, the OMA DM WG is currently defining some common DiagMon metrics (bearer agnostic) and functions in a DiagMon 1.1 follow-up release of the DiagMon specifications (estimated release end of year 2009) that leverages the framework management object described in the DiagMon v1.0 enabler release. 2.3 Whether OMA DM WG and Broadband Forum BB Home WG are open to accepting detailed metric definitions, including units and format, from SPWG and NWG for these common parameters.

It is the intention of the OMA Device Management working group with the candidate release of DiagMon 1.0 that SDOs leverage this framework to create their own DiagMon functions and metrics.  Going forward, OMA DM would be open to accepting detailed metric definitions and collaborate on the definition thereof in the event that they are common across platforms, access technologies, and networks.
3 Requested Action(s)

No immediate actions are required.  However, the WiMAX Forum is kindly requested to continue to collaborate on Diagnostics and Monitoring activities and any potential common metrics to be defined.

The OMA DM Working Group would like to thank WiMAX Forum for their interest in DM Diagnostics and Monitoring activities and is looking forward to continuing our cooperation.
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
