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1 Overview

This liaison statement is to inform the WiMAX Forum of some minor changes to the Connectivity Management Object (ConnMO) v1.0 Reference Release.  The ConnMO Reference Release has now reached approved status and during this process the OMA Device Management working group has agreed some CRs that may have an impact on WiMAX NWG specifications.  

2 Proposal

The OMA DM WG has recently promoted the ConnMO Candidate Reference Release to an Approved Reference Release.  The DM WG would like to bring this to the attention of NWG as the WiMAX Forum Device Management specifications have references to the ConnMO specifications.
