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1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this input contribution is to seek input and to solicit support from the DM WG for a new WID for on device workflow management, called SW and Application Control Management Object (SACMO), to DM.

2 Summary of Contribution

In order to provide increased benefit to service providers and end users, the proposed WID will include the following Management Object utilising DM 1.x and/or 2.x

· support to integrate FUMO and SCOMO, as well as other existing MO's

· support to conditionally process MO's to reduce operational cost of bandwidth and other network resources

· support to minimise DMS interaction with the mobile device

3 Detailed Proposal

The proposed WID is attached.

This WID has a proposed time frame of 13½ months.  This may appear to be somewhat aggressive, given that it will run in parallel with DM 1.3 and DM 2.0.  This work item involves definition of the new MO to DM, as identified through use case studies and the RD process. 

The scope of this WID is well defined and is in itself contained. Changes to the existing DM enabler is not in scope for SACMO. It is proposed to work with DM 1.x and DM 2.x.
