1 Overview

This liaison is in response to the 3GPP liaison C1-102081, regarding the use of minimum access types Replace and Add on management object nodes.
2 Proposal

The minimum access type defines the minimum expected behaviour the DM Server can expect of the DM Client. Some examples:
If the DM Server is expected to replace data in the node, then REPLACE needs to be specified for that node.

If the DM Server is expected to be able to add new nodes, then ADD needs to be specified for the node that new nodes would be attached to. This would be useful for nodes of occurrence of ZeroOrOne, ZeroOrMore, OneOrMore, etc.

Get is specified for all nodes that the DM Server is expected to read data. Typically, nodes that contain write-only data (such as passwords) would not have GET specified.

Note that if the minimum access type for a node is REPLACE and the server needs to add a new sub-node, it will most likely have to replace that entire sub-tree to do so. While this is inefficient, it is a good work-around.

Also note that a client may allow the server to do more than the minimum, but this would have to be determined by the server on a case-by-case basis.
