We would like to clarify that there is no “Lightweight DM” protocol for M2M so far. There was a new work item registered in OMA named “Lightweight M2M” which is targeted to design a lightweight protocol for M2M. Its scope is more than just the device management functionalities. This work item is in draft status now and has not yet been approved by OMA.

· DM NG (next generation) 1.0 is a new work item that was approved recently. It is targeted to greatly improve the efficiency of existing DM protocol.

· DM 1.3 was approved as Candidate at the end of 2012. DM Working Group decided to reopen DM 1.3 and do further enhancements and it is expected to be reapproved as Candidate at the end of 2011. DM 1.3 now is still the most stable version of DM enabler.

· Slide 14 “WP7-Testbeds” mentioned the following DM functionalities, Diagnostic & Monitoring, Application Repository, Device Session Initiation, Device Provisioning. DM Working Group has corresponding technologies that can be reused by FP7 EXALTED. 
· DiagMon 1.1 is the latest Candidate version that includes the DiagMon Framework, TrapFramework and various DiagMon Fuctions. DiagMon 1.2 work item has been approved at 2010 and we are working on more DiagMon Functions and Trap Events.

· SCOMO 1.0 is the latest Candidate version that supports the application inventory function.  SCOMO 1.1 was approved at 2010 and we are working on further improvements on SCOMO.

· DM 1.3 is the latest Candidate version that includes Device Session Initiation function (DM Notification). DM 1.3 includes a new design of DM Notification Message and we are still improving the design and it will be stable at the end of 2011.

· DM 1.3 supports the Device Provisioning functions through Management Objects. Any party can define their own Management Objects that can be registered at OMNA. 

· ETSI TC M2M is working on how to reuse DM enabler and Management Object enablers in M2M environment, e.g. GwMO, FUMO, SCOMO and so on. You may refer to their activities for further information.

We would be very glad to know that FP7 EXALTED can reuse our enablers. We are looking forward to seeing any feedback and suggestions from FP7 EXALTED in the future.
