OMA presented two power points, uploaded as BBF2012.801 & BBF2012.802.

Contribution 801 - Presented by Pierre-Henri Gross.

This presentation highlighted the potential joint work areas between BBF and OMA-DM, with a suggested way forward. This discussed High level areas of collaboration as well as some initial areas of work.

Robin Mersh noted the method on slide #6 is a good approach. 

Salvatore discussed goals such as data model alignment, m2m use cases (slide 4 ).
Robin Mersh would like to see Service provider support as well, this can be addressed has contributions are submitted.
Tim C. noted that as a system integrator there are current challenges that could be mitigated with joint work. He suggested an approach (as in slide 5) of some work that is collaborative without a great deal of complexity.
Robin Mersh stated that we need to find a way / process that doesn’t affect IPR can make this doable. Two aligned docs rather than a single document was discussed has a possibility.
Salvatore voiced concerns on the need to provide consistency and alignment, and would like to work together to identify which items.
Robin Mersh stated that starting this work with mutual members to provide use cases/pain points is a good initial step to see if the problems resonate with other members.  He also stated that when the work reaches the new project request phase, that these internal documents (NPIF) could be liaised.
Contribution 802 -Presented by Salvatore.

This contribution focused on M2M work and an area of new work focused on a unified North Bound Interface between OMA-DM and TR-069 to ease integration and development.  It was noted that work on a TR-069 NBI has not been successfully started in the past, but this is a use case that is recognized as a potential area of future collaboration with a benefit of deployment simplification.
Next Steps :

The suggestion of starting a focus group with interested members from both BBF and OMA-DM was well received.  Tim S. will send an email to the BB Home group to solicit interest; Salvatore will do the same for the OMA-DM working group.  The group will target an initial meeting in two weeks.  Work from this informal group will focus on use cases and areas that can ease integration / development (pain points) will be presented as contributions in BBF/OMA-DM.  If there is interest in the perspective working groups, the next step is to suggest new work in both groups.
