GCF FTAG has agreed on a Work item to add LwM2M Device Management field tests to GCF-FT. The selection of the test cases is based on OMA-ETS-LightweightM2M-V1_0_1-20170926-A.
The GSMA MIoT group is also referring to OMA LwM2M requirement document and RTS test specification in documents TS.39 “MIoT field test requirements” and TS.40 “MIoT field test cases” 
It is our understanding that the ETS test cases are dedicated for server and client test fest testing only.
The GSMA MIoT group have a requirement for the modification of test procedures and/or for the addition of new test cases, more suited for field testing. The GSMA MIoT group is interested in the planned further development of the OMA LwM2M test specification and we would kindly ask OMA DM and OMA IOP to provide details of the planned future work on ETS, and if/how the ETS could accommodate field test case, or if these needs are best taken care of by the GSMA MIOT group directly.

GSMA TSG MIoT group would like to ask OMA to provide details of their planned future work on ETS and if they plan to include test cases for field testing?
