6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.4 Status and Occurrence Guidance
When creating a MO, the creators need to decide on the value of the status and occurrence of each node. For that purpose, this section describes the definitions and some examples on how status and occurrence work:

· Status:

· Definition: If the value is “Required”, then this parameter provides a stable client population. all servers may rely upon clients understanding this node and all servers must expect it when "getting" the structure of the tree. 

· Possible Values: The value of this parameter can be "Required" or “Optional”. 

· Occurrence:

· Definition: Whether or not a node actually exists is controlled by occurrence.

· Possible Values:

· ZeroOrOne

· ZeroOrMore

· One

· OneOrMore

When creating the status and occurrence of an MO, the child may be required, while the parent node may be optional. This would mean that all those elements would  be optional, but in case the parent node is present, then those child nodes would be required.
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
