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1 Reason for Change

The conflict between OMA CP and 3GPP / 3GPP2 provisioning has been largely discussed and a previous proposal (2004-0291 R01) didn’t succeed mainly because of the ambiguity seen between OMA DM and 3GPP. Today, and after several Liaison Statements sent and received from 3GPP and other foras, the provisioning conflict (specifically for MMS) has not yet been solved even when the need has been exposed by Network Operators and Smart Card manufacturers.

The aim of the following text is to provide a solution to this problem: 

Certain parameters that may be stored in the smart card according to 3GPP specifications may in some cases overlap with other parameters provisioned according to OMA CP specifications. This conflict is not exclusive to OMA CP smart card based provisioning, but could also occur between 3GPP and OMA CP OTA provisioning documents. 

A typical example is an 3GPP mobile implementing OMA CP (e.g. providing an instance of AC w4), and equipped with a (U)SIM containing 3GPP MMS connectivity parameters. To claim conformance with 3GPP TS 23.140 release 5 (and above), the MMS User Agent of the 3GPP terminal is required to use parameters that are stored on the (U)SIM according to 3GPP TS 31.102 for the USIM and TS 51.011 for the SIM. While claiming conformance with OMA CP enabler, the same terminal shall comply with the priority rules specified in OMA-WAP-ProvUAB i.e. search for the MMS parameters provided in an instance of AC w4 in the priority order, and use the first available set of parameters  (e.g. SIM provisioned according to OMA CP if supported, then GSM CB, then GSM USSD, …). Consequently, it would be impossible in some cases for a terminal to fulfill both requirements in order to claim conformance to both OMA CP and 3GPP specifications. This problem arises because OMA CP does not consider explicitly the existence of 3GPP provisioning neither defines a priority towards this network provisioning.

Moreover, some parameters values defined in an OMA CP provisioning documents may be barred by other 3GPP provisioning mechanism. For instance, 3GPP defines an APN Control List file, which lists the allowed APNs while OMA provisioning documents may also contain definition of APNs. This could lead to the presence of inconsistent information, and result in a bad user experience.

Further additions were added by 3GPP in areas like WLAN parameters. These additions may cause new conflicts between OMA CP and 3GPP specifications. This also may concern alignment between OMA and 3GPP2 as in some cases there are a mapping between 3GPP and 3GPP2 smart card provisioning. Therefore, there is an urgent need to prioritise between the different provisioning methods, i.e. those defined by OMA CP and those defined by other fora. 
The proposed solution assumes that the underlying network requirements (e.g. 3GPP networks, 3GPP2 networks) have higher priority then OMA CP in the default cases. This reflects the fact that OMA is supposed to provide services that works over these networks.

9. Network specific provisioning

When network specific implicit priority rules conflict with the application provisioning priority rules, the network specific rules MUST prevail.
Devices claiming to be compliant with [TS123.140] MUST use in priority the MMS connectivity information stored in the (U)SIM / R-UIM, if present, unless otherwise specified by the user. If the 3GPP / 3GPP2 MMS connectivity information is not present on the (U)SIM / R-UIM, then the OMA Provisioning User Agent performs the bootstrapping/provisioning procedure according to the present document.
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
