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1 Overview

The OMA Device Management (DM) working group thanks ETSI for their interest in OMA CP.  DM is quite willing to provide the status of CP 1.1.
2 Proposal

DM notes that during our meeting in December 2007, the group agreed to move CP 1.1 to Historic status. The intent of Historic is that no further work or testing would be done on the enabler.
3 Requested Action(s)

The request to move CP 1.1 to Historic is now waiting for approval by OMA TP. It is unlikely that CP 1.1 will be Approved prior to the move to Historic.
DM suggests that rather than reference CP 1.1 that ETSI refer instead to the DM 1.2 specifications.  These specifications are Approved and readily available on the OMA website.  The URL for the enabler is http://www.openmobilealliance.org/Technical/release_program/dm_v1_2.aspx.
