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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA Client Provisioning V1.1 first became an OMA specification in 2002, following the creation of OMA from the WAP Forum. During the past six and a half years, CP has had a few minor changes applied but has remained relatively stable for its duration as an OMA specification.

CP 1.1 first became an OMA Candidate Enabler Release in November 2002. However, while it has been available for IOP testing for many years, the ProvSC and ProvCont specifications, part of the Candidate ERP, have not been tested. OMA members representing an interest in CP as industry stakeholders, and those involved in the test fest activities, have indicated that there is no motivation to continue IOP testing activities for CP 1.1. This has lead to the condition where CP is at the same time considered to be stable but has not achieved the necessary IOP evidence required to move it to Approved.
While CP 1.1 has been in the market for many years and is widely agreed to be stable, the lack of IOP testing of the ProvSC and ProvCont specifications has left CP 1.1 in an OMA process limbo. The contribution OMA-DM-CP-2009-0002 proposed to place disclaimers in the affected documents, indicating the lack of IOP testing, as a means to break the stalemate and finally move CP 1.1 to Approved. A decision on OMA-DM-CP-2009-0002 was proposed to ensure that the changes are pre-reviewed and agreed by REL and the OMA attorney. 

The disclaimers were reviewed, revised and agreed by REL in the conference call on February 27, 2009 conforming to REL practices and later by the OMA attorney. Few other changes were also introduced by REL to make the package consistent with previous WAP release, as well as to ensure proper document naming and references. All the changes reviewed and agreed by REL and the OMA attorney is included in the submitted contribution OMA-DM-CP-2009-0003-INP_RELnAttorney_CP_with_Disclaimers.
CP 1.1 with the disclaimers and changes in OMA-DM-CP-2009-0003 can go for final approval.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution points to OMA-DM-CP-2009-0003 submitted by the Release Planning and Management Committee. OMA-DM-CP-2009-0003 incorporates the disclaimers and other release related changes by REL and the OMA attorney, conforming to REL practices.
This contribution proposes to send CP 1.1 with the changes in OMA-DM-CP-2009-0003 to REL/ TP for final approval of the enabler.
3 Detailed Proposal

The disclaimers and other release related changes conforming to REL practises are in OMA-DM-CP-2009-0003.
