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1 Reason for Change

The draft version of the Connectivity Management Objects Circuit Switched Bearer parameter specification included several parameters that might be difficult to implement in certain terminals. This CR changes these “Null” format parameters to “Bool”.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Certain parameters in the Circuit Switched bearer parameter specification used the “null” format. With this format, no actual value is ever present in the leaf node. The value conveyed is a Boolean value, but it is specified by the presence or absence of the parameter node rather than through a value. This makes certain implementations more difficult since rather than using Replace to change the value of the parameter, Add and Delete are required.

The following changes restate these parameters using the more acceptable “Bool” format which allows the values true and false to indicate the value of the parameter. Several other nominal wording improvements are included as well.

The UseCB parameter defines if Callback is used. A value of true indicates callback is used; a value of false or no value indicates callback is not used.
