BearerType
The BearerType node value specified in [CONNMO] MUST be “WLAN”.

AddrType

The AddrType value in the NAP MO specified in [ConnMO] MUST be “SSID”. The Addr value specified in the NAP MO [CONNMO] MUST be the primary SSID (name) of the WLAN network.
