A number of Device Management specifications have been defined within OMA. These specifications, referred to as OMA DM v1.2 specifications in [ERELDDM], define protocol and mechanism to be used between a Device Management Server and a mobile device, data model made available for remote manipulation of a mobile device, security and policy to control the access to a particular resource in the mobile device. 

This document defines the requirements for Device Capability Management functionality, which is based on OMA DM v1.2 specifications and makes use of the functionalities provided by OMA DM v1.2 specifications to define special functionalities to manage device capabilities in the client device.

Mobile devices are becoming more and more advanced with many features, such as Cameras, Bluetooth, USB, Keyboard and more. In many circumstances, Enterprises, regulations and others have policies against the usage of some features but allow the use of other features available on mobile devices. Device Capability Management aims to specify the mechanisms required for the remote management of device capabilities. In particular, Device Capability Management will address the ability of remote enablement and disablement of device capabilities.

The objective of this document is to develop a standardized approach to Device Capability Management and its requirements. 
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
