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1 Reason for Change

Once the device capabilities are disabled by the DM server, the client can’t re-enable its capabilities except special cases (e.g. the server gives the client a permission to re-enable the capabilities, which is the temporary disable case.). It is only the server who disabled the capabilities that can re-enable the capabilities. 

Therefore, if the DM System fails to check or to make a DM session with the device when the user leaves the area (e.g. enterprise office), the capabilities of the user device are still disabled. In this case the user can’t use the capabilities before it receives DM messages from the server.

This CR proposes to require a mechanism that the client can request the server to enable the device capabilities disabled by the server in such cases. The decision whether to enable or not depends on the server, but we need the mechanism the device can request to.
