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1 Reason for Change

This CR is proposing DCMO nodes for supporting DCMO-HLFR-5 ‘The DCMO enabler SHALL support a mechanism to expose the removable device capabilities’. 
It is waste of resource if the client sends alert of exposure report to DM server whenever a removable capability is attached or detached. This CR proposes a method that the DM server can configure conditions in which the client sends exposure report to proper servers.
Also the current DCMO system doesn’t have a mechanism to control attached removable capability prior to a DM session. This may be against to the MA’s original intent. Therefore, this CR also proposes a mechanism that the MA can configure initial state of the removable capabilities.
