It is recommended that this change request be agreed and the TNDS Technical Specification be updated accordingly.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Mentioning in Section 5.3 that TNDS only applies to the Add and Replace Commands
5.3   DM Commands with TNDS data

The format of the TNDS object as byte stream has its own MIME-type. Therefore if the device and server support this MIME-type it is possible to use DM commands and operate on a complete sub tree in one command.
TNDS data can only be used with the Add and Replace DM commands.  Any attempt to invoke any other DM command with TNDS data SHOULD be rejected with the following status code:

· (405)
Command not allowed
Invoking the Add command with TNDS data causes the entire sub-tree rooted at the target node to be created as an atomic operation.  Invoking the Replace command with TNDS data causes the sub-tree rooted at the target node to be completely replaced by the new sub-tree, as described by the TNDS data.
Only interior nodes can be the target of the Add or Replace DM commands with TNDS data.  Any attempt to invoke the Add or Replace command with TNDS data on a leaf node SHOULD be rejected with the following status code:

Command not allowed
Note:- Although TNDS data cannot be used as an argument for the Get command, the Get command can be used to return a serialized sub-tree in TNDS format, as described in [DMTND].
The behavior for the Add and Replace DM commands is described in [DMREPPRO]. 



In the example given below, a DM Server uses a single Add command to instantiate an entire E-mail object in the Management Tree at the following location:
