Detailed Change Proposal
7.4 Package#0 over HTTP
Package#0 delivery over HTTP is based on specifications for Push OTA Protocol over HTTP [PUSHOTA]. In addition to the requirements laid out in [PUSHOTA], the following rules MUST be adhered to: 
· The Content-Type header [PUSHMSG] MUST include the MIME media type for Packet #0 as defined in [IANA]. The Content-Type MUST be used ‘application/vnd.syncml.dm.notification’ in text format..
· The X-WAP-Application-ID header [PUSHMSG] MUST include the application-id associated with the Sync ML Device Management User Agent. The application-id code ‘w7’ MUST be used as the textual representation of the Application-id. 
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
