Every service provider should able to retrieve the DDF from the device with ease in open internet and mobile market, whenever the User wants to use their services.

So, DM 1.3 needs to provide mechanism for retrieval of DDF URL from the device automatically over the initial session.

B.x DDF URI retrieval via session
B.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
User subscribes a service from the internet and the user's device gets bootstrapped with the DM server account from the service provider.  Initial session is established between the DM server and the device. Over that session, DM server obtains the DDF URI from the device and connects to that URI. DM server fetches and installs the DDF file from the URI, and gets ready to offer the services which are required by the user. This session continues until the task is fulfilled.
B.x.2 Market benefits

The Network Operator obtains the DDF URI of the device automatically over the initial session. This avoids the organization mappings of the DDF web locations at the DM server or any prearrangements of providing DDF URI between the service provider and the device vendor.
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
