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1 Reason for Change

During ARC review of DM 1.3 AD, it was pointed out that the dependencies for TLS, TLS-PSK is unnecessary. This CR removes them to make DM 1.3 AD aligned with ARC principle.

‘During the ARC discussion, some delegates raised the concern that the DM enabler should not be defining any security mechanism (e.g. authentication) as part of the DM enabler. Each deployment should have the choice of what mechanism to use (e.g. TLS, IPSec, etc.), rather than mandating a specific choice of security mechanism in the DM specification, unless such authentication is an intrinsic aspect of DM. Appendix B.5 in the AD contains security considerations (including authorization), but does not single out one specific authentication mechanism. Sections 6.1.1.1 and 6.1.1.2 in the approved DM V1_3 RD contain authentication requirements. These could be fulfilled by re-using one of several authentication mechanisms (e.g. TLS, IPSec, etc.). The draft DM V1_3 Security TS seems to support that view (e.g. first paragraph in section 5.3). To further understand, ARC is kindly requesting DM to provide clarification as to what the DM spec(s) contain relative to security, and why?’
