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1 Reason for Change

This CR aims to add SCR entries for Notification TS based on the content of the current Notification TS.
The SCR entries for all the fields in notification message are added, and they are mandatory. The reason is that if the DMC or DMS supports notification message, then all the fields are required.

The version information is set to ‘0000001100’ (i.e., v1.2), in DM V1.2, the version of notification message is v1.1.
