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1 Reason for Change

The text describing sending DevDetail in package1 is inaccurate. Also, the spec does not cover the case when the session is client-initiated.
Changes are:

a) Change the ‘MAY’ to ‘MUST’ with the proper condition (only if server requested it) – if server requests it, client MUST send it. Also, ‘MAY’ might be construed as if there are other mechanisms to send the data, which is not the case
b) Add behaviour for sending DevDetail when session is client-initiated.
c) [unrelated] Change ‘device information’ to ‘DevInfo’ to clarify.

d) Clerical

All changes are in section 8.3.
If changes are not accepted, specification is ambiguous and incomplete.
