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1 Reason for Change

R01 removes the word “limited” from change #2 as agreed in the Sorrento meeting.
R01 also adds a supporter company.
During the Closure Review of OMA-TS-DM_Sessionless-V1_3 (held on the 14th Jan 2009) a comment was raised and minuted as follows:


· Section 4: The second sentence may not be well understood by the group.

The sentence is:

“DM 1.2 introduced the notion of using a Bootstrap Message to continue provisioning in a manner similar to OMA CP.”

Some points to better understand the issue with the above phrase are the following:

· It implies that an OMA DM WG agreement was made during the development of DM 1.2 for using Bootstrap Messages for continuous provisioning ( This is not the case as the whole “sesion-less management” concept was first discovered by the majority of the members attending to OMA DM during summer 2009 (which is long after DM 1.2 publication).
· It does not provide any information that is helpful to understand the purpose or details of the Sessionless Message ( Removing it does not affect the content of the specification.

Due to this it is proposed to remove this text. 

Additionally, during previous F2F meetings the group have discussed widely that Sessionless Management may be an alternative to full DM Sessions with the understanding that it will always present some limitations such as (i) the lack of response from the device, and (ii) the prohibition of using the GET command. Because of this, the following phrase (also from the introduction section) is misleading:

“This specification defines the Sessionless Message and Sessionless Process which is complementary to session-based DM mechanism.”

Sessionless is not “complementary to” but “a limited alternative to” session-based DM mechanism.

Due to this it is proposed to update the above sentence and remove the confusion.

If changes are not accepted then the specification will be providing misleading information about DM 1.2 (change #1) and the overall expectations from sessionless mechanism (change #2).
