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1 Reason for Change

During the Closure Review of OMA-TS-DM_Sessionless-V1_3 (held on the 14th Jan 2009) a comment was raised and minuted as follows:


· 3. Section 5.5: One comment is to remove the note in bullet one.

The NOTE the above comment is referring to is the text between parentheses shown below:
“A response message MUST NOT be sent back; (Note that this does not preclude the device from initiating a new DM session as a consequence of  the sessionless message if supported by the relevant Management Object specifications);.”

Some points to better understand the issue with the above text are the following:

· It is not providing any normative statement but it is, on the other hand, suggesting a different method to start a session when we already have the DM Notification for that purpose.
· It does not provide any information that is helpful to understand the purpose or details of the Sessionless Message.

· Section 5.2 clearly says that “OMA DM servers MUST NOT expect any response to a Sessionless Message.” 

The aim of this contribution is to remove the conflictive text because:

· It will avoid misleading information in the specification

· Removal of the text does not affect the content of the specification 
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

If this CR is not accepted the sessionless specification will have misleading text.
