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1 Reason for Change

In the Protocol spec, it introduces the Relative URI Addressing mechanism, and the syntax of Part A is: URI?MOID=value&attribute=value
In the Sessionless spec, one example is related with this mechanism, but it doesn’t comply with the syntax very well.
This CR aims to correct the error in this example.

Change 1:  Correct the errors in the example.
6.2.2   Relative URI

In order to perform continuous management, another possibility is that the DM Server sends Add, Replace, Delete or Exec commands using relative URI defined in section 5.2 of [DMProtocol]. 

The following are the examples using relative URI in <Replace> and <Delete> commands assuming the device has a Management Tree shown below:

In this example, the DM Server sends a Sessionless Message to the DM Client to replace the value of Node Q, while the DM Server doesn’t know the actual address of Node Q in the management tree. In this example, there is only one MO occurrence within the management tree identified by MOI urn:oma:mo:oma_vendor:1.0.
