5. Client Authority Delegation
5.1 Overview

To provide flexibility in the management of a network of DM Clients the delegation of authority to manage a DM Client to alternate DM Servers, within a Management Authority or between Management Authorities, is a useful function for any Management Authority. Therefore a mechanism is specified to transfer the authority to manage a DM Client between DM Servers, this is called Client Authority Delegation. The delegation of a DM Client authority involves at least two DM Servers and one DM Client. The delegation mechanism consists of: one DM Server delegating the authority to manage a DM Client to a second DM Server.

For example, collaborative management of a DM Client by two DM Servers is a likely scenario in enterprise and service provider business relationships. The enterprise will manage a portion of a DM Client associated with the business of the enterprise such as specific enterprise applications and the service provider will manage the communications aspects of the DM Client. The enterprise and service provider are each a Management Authority over the DM Client.
The delegation of the management authority is archived by following processes:
1. Accepting delegation request
When the delegation of the authority is requested, the first DM Server (refering ‘Delegating Server’) determines which part of Management tree is controlled by the alternative DM Server(s) (refering ‘Delegated Server(s)’). 
2. Adding account information of the Delegated Server
Since the trust relationship between DM Client and the Delegated Server is not established when the delegation was started, the Delegating Server will add the account information of the Delegated Server on the Management tree of the DM Client. 
3. Configuring ACLs of the Management tree 
As the final step, the Delegating Server will setup the ACL(s) on the DM Client to enable the management by the Delegated Server
Note that third process can be used to revoke the delegation of management authority by the Delegating Server anytime.
